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Lecture Guidelines


Audience Profile:
This program has been designed for senior practitioners of development and development policy.  In particular, participants have professional experience in the field of G-20 agenda issues and development in their respective countries or organizations.  The participants are not only from G-20 member countries but also represent a diverse group of professionals from countries all over the world, in particular developing countries.  There are approximately 25 participants for this 2-week program.  

Lecture Time: 
Each session is 3 hours long.  There are two sessions given each day of the program.  The morning session is from 9:30 – 12:30 and the afternoon session is from 14:00 – 17:00.  It is recommended that you give the participants a 10-15 minute break during your session.  

Lecture Format:
It is recommended that you dedicate about two hours of your time to your lecture.  We ask that you utilize the last hour for break-out groups, group discussions or presentations, and further Q&A.  It would be helpful for you to prepare topics or questions for break-out groups to discuss and later present at the end of session.  We ask that you facilitate the group discussions and presentations to encourage participants to share their respective experiences.  Given the background of the participants, the objective is to promote knowledge sharing among them.  The entire program will be conducted in the English language.
